
Using	the	Search	Function	on	BIRD	
	
1. You	can	use	the	Search	entry	box	to	search	for	a	word.	Warning:	The	search	function	will	

result	in	a	list	of	every	resource	containing	that	word	in	our	database.		The	following	graphic	
is	a	partial	result	of	a	search	for	health	care.	

	
2. To	search	for	a	specific	combination	of	words	you	can	put	your	search	term	in	quotations	

marks,	e.g.	"health	care".		Note	that	the	search	results	differ	once	you	require	the	phrase	
health	care	instead	of	searching	for	health	and	care	as	individual	words.	This	will	narrow	
down	your	search	to	more	closely	match	your	need.	
	

	
 
3. If you need a print copy of a list of resources resulting from your search, selecting print on 

your computer should give you a printable list of resources to share with clients or to keep 
for your files. This list contains the basic contact information for each resource resulting 
from your search. 

  



4. To see a Resource’s profile with more detailed information, click on the link to the resource. 
At the bottom of the profile you are shown which categories/subcategories have been 
assigned to this profile. You can use these links to go back to categories or subcategories.
